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Wheels Day 2010 

In February 2010 a group of New Zealand's  
cardiologists and health professionals began a 
two week cycle adventure the ôRide for Heartô, 
that went from the tip of the North Island to the 
bottom of the South Island to raise awareness 
and money for Cardiovascular Research. The 
riders boosted awareness of heart disease pre-
vention and have so far raised more than the $1  
million target. 
 
To support the ñRide for Heartò campaign, Sport 
Waitakere threw their support behind Dr Ralph 
Maddison - Acting Programme Leader, Nutrition 
and Physical Activity from the Clinical Trials  
Research Unit at Auckland University, and  
challenged local primary schools to take part in 
wheels day events.  Four Waitakere Primary/
Intermediate Schools took up this challenge and 
held wheels days, raising over $600.  The wheels 
events were supported by Waitakere City Coun-
cil, Avanti Plus Waitakere and Sport  
Waitakere. Spot prizes such as bike bells and 
drink bottles were given out on the day and all 
participants went into the draw to win a bike and 
helmet package to the value of $400 or a cycle 
helmet from Avanti Plus Waitakere. 
 
Students participated with a variety of wheeled 
equipment including bikes, scooters, skate 
boards and roller blades. The schools held a vari-
ety of events for students from obstacle courses 
to relays and races.
