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‘Unless there is an effective sports lobby, the fact is that sport will not get either the recognition in terms of the political priorities or, indeed, the economic resources that I believe it deserves and must receive. We are not saying, of course, that sport alone can solve all the problems of regeneration, but …it has suffered in the past from a lack of recognition from community developers who, perhaps, have seen it more as an optional extra than as a viable tool for regeneration.  It is our job to get the message across just how sport can contribute to the community.’

There are a range of council planning processes underway at this time and we know it is difficult to keep up with all of them therefore here is a beginners guide to what is currently happening.  





It is vital that the sector gets involved in these planning processes, so please submit, get your clubs to submit, get your members to submit and get the voice of sport heard…


Auckland (Spatial) Plan – this document will set out the 30 year vision for the city.  One round of consultation has already been done on “Auckland Unleashed” the discussion document which will form the basis for the Auckland Plan.  A first draft of the Auckland Plan is currently being developed and is due for release this month for public consultation August – October 2011.  Formal adoption will occur in December 2011. 


Unitary Plan – this document will replace the former councils district plans.  It will be one of the key ways that the Auckland Plan is implemented and will outline how Auckland’s physical (land) assets can be used and developed.  The timelines for its development have not yet been advised.


Long Term Plan (LTP) – Essentially the action plan for the city, this document will bring together all the councils high level strategies and outline how they are to be implemented over the next 10 years including (importantly) what it will cost and how it will be funded.  The LTP is drafted September – December 2011 with public consultation February – March 2012 and formal adoption in June 2012.


Local Board Plans – all Local Boards have to develop 3 year activity plans which will form the basis of their agreements with the Auckland Council.  Submissions on draft plans closed 8th August 2011 with formal adoption in October 2011.  There will be the opportunity for further consultation deliberations via the LTP process.

It is great to hear that many of you are proactively becoming involved in council planning processes by submitting to local board plans, the Long Term Plan and the Auckland Plan.  





The ASC submitted to all local boards and presented to the combined boards hearing on the 19th August.  It was great to see that the majority of presenters at this hearing were from our sector.  For a copy of the submission and presentation visit the ASC section of the Sport Auckland website

Do you know what the ASRRG is?





The ASRRG stands for the Auckland Sport and Recreation Reference Group.  It has been established by the Auckland Council to input into strategic sport and recreation decisions (i.e. policy and strategy development) at council.  





It is a cross sector group with representatives from many organisations including Ministry of Education, SPARC, Regional Sports Trusts, Ministry of Health and the New Zealand Recreation Association.  The group is independently chaired by Colin Dale ex CEO of Manukau City Council and ex chair of ARPASS.  





The ASC is fortunate to have been recognised as the vehicle to provide sports voice into this group with 2 seats at the table.  Brian Palmer and David Parker have admirably filled this role since its inception and the 2011/2012 Executive confirmed at their first meeting to maintain them as our representatives for the next 12 months.  





The ASRRG is in its early stages but as outlined at the Regional Sports Forum in June it is gaining momentum and profile and will be a key way that our sector is heard.
